Students
siudied different galleries of the Museum -displayed traditional textiles, musical instroments, agricultural
tools. household items and religious artifacts. i) Ethnographic exhibits —detailed exhibits representation of the
lifestyle and cultures of different ethnic groups of Assam, including the Bodo, Mishing, Karbi and others were
documented and observed.iii)Open air theater and iraditional huts —students explored life-sized models of
traditional tribal homes which offered practical insights into indigenous architecture and spatial planming
iviArt and crafl display-The visual art section displayed local craftsmanship, including mask making, wood
carving and weaving traditions of regions.
